     On Saturday (April 4, 2009), Harlem Rocker began exhibiting clinical signs of abdominal discomfort and was immediately treated at Adena Springs South. After a period of time, he resumed exhibiting signs of abdominal discomfort along with clinical signs concurrent with gastrointestinal inflammation.  With consideration of his poor response to medical treatment, progressive increase in discomfort level and recognition of his prior medical history, it was determined to refer Harlem Rocker to the Equine Medical Center of Ocala for further medical treatment and diagnostic procedures.  
    At this time, Harlem Rocker has responded well to medical treatment and is showing no further signs of discomfort, continuing to be treated and monitored closely by Dr. Barry David at the Equine Medical Center of Ocala.
