PERFECT PRECISION was unhurried early, raced under a firm hold while moving between horses on the far turn, remained in hand while advancing on the
turn, angled out at the quarter pole, took charge in upper stretch and drew off under a vigorous hand ride. POWERFUL STORM moved out on the
backstretch, circled four wide at the quarter pole and finished willingly to clearly best the others. TRIPLE GLORY rushed up along the rail to gain the early
advantage, set the pace along the rail into upper stretch and gave way. NEW YORK HOLIDAY pressed the pace four wide for six furlongs and tired. THE
SPANISH LIFE was hustled up between horses, dropped back before going a half then drifted wide while tiring on the turn. ROCCO'S FANTASY saved
ground to the turn and gave way.
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
